Eventually, Esau sells his 
birthright to his younger brother. Jacob, aided by his mother, deceives 
his father and receives the blessing of the first-born. Esau pleads for a 
blessing, too, and Isaac pronounces that Esau will serve his younger 
brother. Esau harbors ill will towards Jacob and plots to kill him when 
their father dies.
