This week’s Torah portion is Chukat 
Numbers 19:1 – 22:1  

This portion begins on page 652 of the Hertz Bible. 

Parashat Chukat is most remembered for the laws concerning the red heifer, 
God’s punishment to Moses and Aaron, forbidding them to enter the 
Promised Land, and Aaron’s death. Parashat Chukat describes the 
circumstances of Aaron’s death. God euphemistically tells Moses and Aaron 
that Aaron will be gathered to his kin, that is, he will die. Moses, Aaron, and 
Aaron’s son Eleazar are to ascend Mount Hor. There Moses transfers 
Aaron’s vestments to his son Eleazar and Aaron dies.
