This week’s Torah portion is Balak 
Numbers 22:2 – 25:9 

This portion begins on page 669 of the Hertz Bible. 

Parashat Balak contains the story of the king of Moab, Balak, who sends for 
the sorcerer Balaam to curse the people of Israel so they will not attack his 
nation. At first, God forbids Balaam to grant Balak’s request. On three 
occasions King Balak asks Balaam to curse the Israelites, but each time the 
seer blesses them. Furious, Balak tells Balaam to return home. In parting, the 
seer predicts that Israel will soon “smash the brow of Moab.”
