This portion begins on page 780 of the Hertz Bible. 

We are in the second Shabbat of Consolation. For seven 
weeks following Tisha B’Av, the haftarah readings offer 
special words of consolation to the Jewish people as they 
mourn the destruction of the Temple. The loss of Zion 
represented a loss of power and independence. But the Torah 
portion is anything but mournful or consoling. It is a 
stirring speech filled with violent imagery, severe 
admonitions, and promises of great power.
